Security Forces Squadron is 
currently storing equipment in Conex Boxes and 
other locations.  If not provided, operations will be 
inefficient and operating costs will be higher 
because of monthy storage rentals.  The training is 
also adversley impacted and security operations will 
continue to be fragmented.  

Security Forces Facility 
Addition/Alteration

to provide for a new facility for the 
security forces of the 185th and those 
who man the  the wing of 18 PAA F-16 
aircraft Iowa Air National Guard Des Moines, Iowa $4.6 million

The current security police facility is grossly 
undersized and poorly configured for the increase in 
manning.  There is insufficient space to store the 
mobility equipment, thus some of the equipment and 
materials are stored outside.  With the increased 
threat condition due to Operation Noble Eagle, base 
security is of highest importance. If not provided, 
the primary mission would continue to be 
threatened.  Aside from the inefficiencies and lack 
of space, time, fuel and other resources would 
continue to be wasted transporting people to and 
from the arms range.
