Enhancing patient care is the ultimate priority of the American Academy of Orthopaedic Surgeons and our members. The American
Joint Replacement Registry (AJRR) is a national, independent, not-for-profit organization with the goal of optimizing patient
outcomes through the collection of data on all primary and revision total joint replacement procedures in the U.S. The mission of the
registry is to improve patient safety, improve quality of care and reduce the cost of care.

Information. Performance. Outcomes.

BY THE NUMBERS

In 2006, there were more than 1 million hip and knee replacements in the U.S. Of these, approximately 7.5% were revisions,
resulting in 77,000 procedures at a cost of more than $3.2 billion. Registries in Sweden, Great Britain, Canada, and
Australia have seen up to a 10% reduction in revision rates. A modest 2% decrease in the U.S. revision rate would yield a
savings of $65.2 million in one year. Based on the projected growth of these procedures through 2030, the potential
savings could exceed $1.3 billion over 20 years.

PATIENTS

We do not know all of the factors that influence the success of a total joint replacement. The AJRR will include all patient types, not
just Medicare. With an estimated 9o percent capture rate, the registry will provide more comprehensive orthopaedic
knowledge by identifying problems before they are discovered by public health agencies. What we learn from the registry will
enable patients, in consultation with their surgeons, to make better choices about the timing of their total joint procedure, the device
they receive, and their rehabilitation to optimize their outcome.

CosTs

Information from operating registries in other countries and from AAOS research shows an average cost of $20-25 US to run an
orthopaedic device registry—approximately $20-25 million US per year. Other registry proposals currently being offered
provide no cost estimate or their burden on taxpayers. The AJRR will be funded through stakeholder partnerships—no
taxpayer support required.

PARTNERSHIPS

AAOS envisions a registry developed, implemented, and operated by various stakeholders, including orthopedic surgeons with
expertise in joint replacement, patient advocates, industry, hospitals, and government agencies. We believe that early and ongoing
communication with stakeholders will lead to productive collaborations that will benefit our patients.

TRANSPARENCY

The AAOS believes that transparency is the key to public trust in the AJRR. The AJRR includes stakeholders from the entire
orthopaedic community—payers, government agencies, patients, surgeons and manufacturers. Together, these stakeholders will
oversee the collection and reporting of registry information. The AJRR is just one example of the benefits to patients from ethical
cooperation between physicians and industry.

On behalf of the American Academy of Orthopaedic Surgeons (AAOS), [ am
writing in response to your correspondence of December 7, 2009, regarding
industry funding for Continuing Medical Education, as well as AAOS policies for
accepting industry funding and disclosure requirements for top executives and
board members.

In accordance with further direction provided by your staff, Brian Downey, this
AAOS response does not include those materials previously provided to you and
Senator Kohl by correspondence dated July 28, 2009. Mr. Downey advised that
AAOS only needed to provide an accounting of funding received from insurance
companies. ‘

After performing an exhaustive search of our financial records, it has been
determined that AAOS received only a $50,000 grant from Wellpoint, Inc. to
specifically assist with the development with a patient data registry. See
Attachment 1. None of these funds have been used in connection with continuing
medical education programming. No other insurance funding has been received by
AAOS through July 28, 2009.’

Established in concept by the AAOS in March 2009, the American Joint
Replacement Registry’s mission is to:

Foster a national center for data collection and research on total hip and
knee replacement with far-reaching benefits to society including reduced
morbidity and mortality, improved patient safety, improved quality of care
and medical decision-making, reduced medical spending, and advances in
orthopaedic science and bioengineering.

In July, 2009, the AAOS Board of Directors empanelled a Conflict of Interest
Project Team to evaluate the AAOS policies on conflict of interest and disclosure of
those conflicts. The Project Team made a series of recommendations for greater
transparency, including, but not limited to:

1. Acknowledgement of commercial supporters of AAOS within the public
pages of the AAOS website;

2. Post on the AAOS website the revised AAOS Conflict of Interest Policies
and the new AAOS Guidelines for Active Management of Conflict of
Interest for AAOS Board of Directors and Leadership Positions; and

3. Provide public access to the AAOS Orthopaedic Surgeons Mandatory
Disclosure Database, into which all volunteers, leaders and executives must
disclose conflicts.

These Project Team recommendations were approved by the Board of Directors at
its December 2009 meeting and are in various stages of implementation by AAOS
staff. Nonetheless, many of the changes are expected to be operational by the
March 2010 AAOS Annual Meeting in New Orleans, Louisiana.

Finally, the AAOS Board of Directors’ composition has changed slightly since we
wrote to you in last July. Dr. David Polly is no longer a member of the Board and
Dr. Jeffrey Anglen has joined the Board. Dr. Anglen’s curriculum vitae and
disclosure form are enclosed as Attachment 3.
